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1. Course outline

The main goal and the most important task of pre-diploma practice is to collect and study the ini-
tial materials for diploma design at the sites of real production and operation of metal cutting ma-
chines and tool systems.

The goal of the pre-diploma practice is to specify the topic of diploma design based on real de-
velopments and production facilities as a result of deeper study of the questions posed by stu-
dents, as well as to obtain practical skills in the design, manufacture and study of metal-cutting
machines and tool systems in production conditions.
